


harmonised at level 2 (decree published in the Journal Officiel of 14/07/01).
In 2005, it was registered at level 1 — the highest level — in the Répertoire
national des certifications professionnelles (decree published in the Journal
Officiel of 18/11/2005). So as to enable this diploma to be awarded, a five-
person jury is convened including an Instructor from the School and four
from outside the ens:

— a chairperson who should be a personality with indisputable authority in
terms of art and photography,

— a photographer (whose means of expression may also be video),

— a professional belonging to the world of art and photograph,

— a critic or historian of art and photography

These five members of the jury are appointed by the Director of the ENSP
who will inform the supervising ministry.

e During the course of the exam, the student presents the jury a set of
work of his personal creation, accompanied by research documents and
notes, as well as a range of work carried out during the curriculum and
selected according to its relationship with the subject of the presentation
itself. A written and possibly illustrated work printed, as a minimum, in the
number of copies as there are members of the jury, will accompany the
presentation.

During the deliberation, the jury has furthermore to handle all the ele-

ments necessary to be conscious of the results of the student during the
three years of study that he has just completed.
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Arnaud Claass was born in Paris in 1949. After musical studies, in 1968
he decided to devote himself to photography accompanied by the written
word. He lived from reporting in the United States until the middle of the
1970s when his personal work finished by taking precedence.

His research may be described as an exploration into the way in which the
relationship between the visible world and the way we translate it through
photography are a perpetual construction of the senses, which transform
the person who experiences them. It is based on periods each giving birth
to a range of series of images oriented towards one or several themes.

His works are present in a good number of public collections, among
which the National Modern Art Museum (centre Georges-Pompidou), la
maison européenne de la Photographie, the National Museum of Modern
Art (Tokyo), the Museum of Fine Arts (Houston).

He has published: Contretemps (Punto e Virgola, 1978), Silences (Marval,
1989), Photographies 1968-1995 (Actes Sud, 1996), Précaire (Universidad
de Salamanca, 1997), Patience (Fabiani, 1999), Journal de Travail (Fabiani,
1999), L'lmage décentrée (Yellow Now, 2003), Mémoire vive (Filigranes,
2004), Nuit optimale (Filigranes, 2005), Heure locale (Filigranes, 2008).

A teacher at the ENSP since 1983, he has regularly been invited as artist
instructor to the International Center of Photography (New York), the Ecole
des arts appliqués de Vevey (Suisse), to the Hooger Instituut voor Schone
Kunst (Anvers). He currently lectures until 2009 at the Institute of Art,
Design and Technology in Dublin.

Installed, since 1982, in premises with remarkable environmental qualities,
offering ideal conditions for reading and working, the ENSP library offers
documentary resources on photography (in this field, it is without doubt
the best endowed in the region), video, cinema as well as aesthetics, the
history of art and contemporary art. Open to the public two days per week,
it is above all a tool of the highest order for the students at the School,
who have access to it, under certain conditions, between 09.00 and 23.00
Monday to Friday inclusive.

Students and the public have available, with free access, a collection of
13,200 books composed, essentially of monographs, exhibtion catalogues,
works on the history of photography, art and the cinema, books on aes-
thetics and philosophy, to which should be added press kits, subscriptions
to French and foreign magazines as well as a mediatheque of audiovisual
documents.

Henceforth, more than 9,000 notices of books and computerised docu-
ments are accessible via the data base Alexandrie. It is planned to go live
in the spring of 2009.

The library is a fundamental paedagogical tool thanks to which the stu-
dents may not only document and cultivate themselves but also, during
their three years of study, initiate themselves to research methods, the ac-
quaintanceship with the documentary tools of their future professional life
and the identification of everything which, in terms of grants and compe-
titions may help them to overcome the delicate hurdle upon leaving the
School.

At the end of their curriculum, the majority of the students opt to enter
active life. The knowledge acquired during the three years of the course
at Arles then enables them to find jobs in a good number of professions
requiring competence in terms of static or moving images. This does not
mean that they renounce in any way following the slow maturation of their
personal work which opens for some of them, onto their necessarily grad-
ual recognition, in the artistic and professional circles.

Given the professional orientations which they have chosen, other students
decide to undertake a complementary training. When this is the case, the
host institutions the most frequently chosen are the departments of Art
History in the universities, the Ecole nationale du patrimoine, the FEMIS,
the post-graduate sections of the Ecoles supérieures d’art, the Studio na-
tional des arts contemporains du Fresnoy.

During the course of the year 2005, on the occasion of the celebration of
the twenty fifth anniversary of the first group of graduates from the School,
a survey was carried out about what had become of the former students.
This survey was moreover made necessary so as to constitute the dossier
required by the National Commission for professional certification in order
that the diploma be recognised by the national directory of this same com-
mission (recognition which was granted at Level 1, the highest).

Imagined on this occasion, co-edited with Actes Sud and published in
the Autumn of 2005, the first edition of the magazine Infra-mince, sub-
titled “Cahiers de I'Ecole nationale supérieure de la photographie, Arles”,
brought together an anthology of fifteen or so former students, keeping a
trace of this informal survey and giving a fairly correct idea of the very wide
range of professions, jobs and careers accessible to the graduates of the
School. These, for the most part, are to be found in the artistic sector (crea-
tion, broadcasting, production, mediation), of journalism and the media,
education and research (high schools, universities, art schools), graphic
art, computer graphics, publishing, conservation and restoration (media-
theques, photothéques, museums, private sector) as well as the artistic
direction of cultural institutions (art centres, art schools, museums).
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As a complement, in the context of an exhibition presented at the Abbey of
Montmajour in the context of the Rencontres d'Arles, an exhibition entitled
“d'un moment a l'autre”, presented the recent photographic and/or vide-
ographic works of twenty or so former students distinct from the previous,
and who, each of them, took advantage of an national and international
effective recognition from the artistic circles.

This twofold public affirmation demonstrated, if such were needed, that
the School perfectly satisfies its mission, both training creators and profes-
sionals with the required competence to irrigate, in all possible ways, the
image professions.

The agreement with the host organisation is subsequently
drawn up by the administration once the previous two stages have been
completed. Each stage needs to be the subject of a specific agreement for
it to be taken account of by the ENSP.

e In Europe and beyond Europe, the Ecole nationale supérieure de la pho-
tographie maintains close relationships with a certain number of teaching
institutions both artistic, and more particularly devoted to the teaching of
photography.

In the context of the European Union, these exchanges take place through
the mediation of the Lifelong Learning Programme (LLP) and more par-
ticularly through the programme ERASMUS, which validates them and
partially finances them, once institutional agreements have been signed
between the partner establishments. The duration of the stay proposed is
a minimum of 3 months. At the ENSP, it is more especially — although not
exclusively - second year students who are concerned by these exchanges.
The Erasmus grant is around 149 € per month for each student. Given
its modest size, depending upon social criteria, the ENSP may, in certain
cases, take in charge the student’s transport expenses. The PACA Regional
Council, through the intermediary of the PRAME grants programme may,
under certain conditions, also contribute a non-negligible complement to
the amount of the ERASMUS grant.

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This curriculum of studies over one or two semesters is designed as a pro-
gramme of research and perfectionnement intended for foreign students
already graduated in photography in their respective countries. It is there-
fore a specific programme, outside the normal cursus, not subjected to an
entrance examination and of a duration of one or two semesters (prefer-
ably rather two). Admission to this curriculum is based upon dossier.

The resident student is welcome to undertake, in the framework of the
ENSP, using its technical workshops and taking advantage of a personal-
ised follow-up from the paedagogical team, a personal research project.

The candidate should have followed, in his home country, a training either
specifically photographic, or artistic with a strong photographic compo-
nent; as a minimum three years of study leading to a higher education
diploma or photographic work corresponding to this level.

Itis indispensable that the candidate has a good understanding of the French
language and that he also be able to express himself in this language.

The candidate should send the management of the ENSP an in-depth research
project. This project should have a theoretical and a practical dimension.

The examination of the candidatures is subjected to a decision of a jury
composed of the Director and instructors from the School.

The selection criteria are the following:

— the initial “photographic” profile of the candidate.

— the quality of the dossier sent.

— the relevance of the research project envisaged by the candidate.

The research project is to be pursued for the duration of the stay at the School.
The resident student may use all the paedagogical resources and techniques
of the institution: film laboratories, digital laboratoires and services, video
workshop, shooting studio. He may also have permanent access to the library
and take part, if he so wishes in the daily activities of the institution: research
and creation workshops, critical seminars, lectures, technical courses, etc.
He is not, however, authorised to follow, during the first semester, the
technical workshops reserved for the first year students. The list and the
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content of all the courses dispensed may be consulted on the site under
the heading “Livret de I'étudiant”. An instructor member of the permanent
team of the School charged with the coordination and the follow-up of the
resident students plays the role of tutor for each of them during the whole
duration of the stay. In total, each resident follows a specific cursus negoti-
ated with him upon his arrival, the finality of which should be the handing
over of his research.

B Duration of the stay

The resident student may be welcomed at the ENSP for one or preferably
two semesters, for experience shows that, generally, a single semester is
rarely sufficient to complete the programme that the student has fixed for
himself. (See the dates of the semester on the student handbook).

M Internal regulations

This document is handed over to the resident student the day he arrives
at the School and applies to all students, whatever their status. Essentially,
the resident student is subjected to the same rights and obligations as the
other students in the context of his participation in the School activities.

Bl Supplies and materials

The students is supposed to bring with him the basic tools — as a mini-
mum a good quality camera — enabling him to work. Under certain condi-
tions written into the internal regulations, he may also have access to a
temporary loan of photographic material and, beyond a certain quantity of
films and photographic papers evaluated with him upon his arrival in ac-
cordance with his research project and the School’s possibilities, for the
consumables (photographic paper, photocopies...) he should purchase
cards at the rates specified in these same regulations. He has, moreover,
free access to all the tools, equipment and machines of the School. At the
end of his stay, for evaluation, the student will present the results of the
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research to the Director and the instructors of the School. They will be
sanctionned by an attestation of specific research, issued by the School,
validated by the tutor and the Director in the name of the paedagogical
team, certifying the residence and mentioning the evaluation.

HlIssue of an attestation

At the end of his stay, for evaluation purposes, the student will present the
results of his research to the Director and the Instructors of the School.
They will be approved by an attestation for specific research, issued by the
School, validated by the tutor and the Director in the name of the paeda-
gogical team, certifying his/her residence and mentioning the evaluation.

B Miscellaneous

The student should find his own accommodation in Arles by contacting
the town’s estate agencies. The School may orient this step.

Those students less than 28 years of age benefit from the Social Security
regime as well as the services proposed by the students mutual societies.
On site, the student has no right to a grant from the French government
unless it has been previously negotiated and obtained from the French
diplomatic services in his country of origin.

It is for this reason that the candidates are strongly advised to make con-
tact with the cultural services of the French Embassies and Consulates in
their country of origin, who will moreover provide them with information
of all types about life and scolarity in France.

This presen-
tation either takes place in France, or abroad, always in an institution likely
on ensure a high level of visibility: Villa Médicis a Rome en 2004, Maison
Descartes in Amsterdam in 2006, FRAC Provence Alpes Céte d’Azur in
Marseille in 2007, Lyon City Library in 2008. On the occasion of these
exhibitions, in co-edition with Actes Sud and, in 2007, with the Presses de
I'Ecole Normale SupérieurelLettres Sciences Humaines of Lyon, the ENSP
publishes a catalogue in the collection Anticaméra (4 volumes already pu-
blished: Antichambre, Lignes de fuite, Duels, 282 km (x 2)).

The students’ work composing these exhibitions has been conserved
for the past four years. It may therefore be shown in other contexts: French
cultural centre in Valencia, Spain, annual Mirafoto show at Lima, Peru,
DRAC Provence-Alpes-Cote d'Azur, Centre d'art d’Istres et de Fos, Biennale
photographique de ’Océan Indien at Antananarivo (Madagascar), etc.

e During the summer of 2005, in the context of the Rencontres d’Arles,
on the occasion of the twentieth anniversaire of the first group of gradu-
ates from the School, a great exhibition entitled “from one moment to the
next”, showing the photographic and videographic work of twenty or so
former students — chosen from all the years — was presented at the Abbey
of Montmajour.

eEach summer, in the School gallery — Arena — during the “Rencontres
photographiques”, the school organizes an exhibition that is accompanied
by a publication in the collection Semaine. Works from former students
associated with photographers who were not trained at the ENSP are ac-
cepted here in the series Contrepoint (Brigitte Bauer and Thibaut Cuisset in
2004, Bruno Serralongue and Philippe Durand in 2006), Outside this se-
ries, the gallery presented, in 2005, the works of two former students of the
International Center of Photography of New York, Victor Sira and Alessan-
dra Sanguinetti, in 2007, an exhibition entitled “ReGarder” conceived as a
dialogue between the photographic work of Jeff Wall and the videographic
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e Work of Mark Lewis, and in 2008, in conjunction with Christian Lac
roix and his artistic committee, the photographic and videographic work of
the English photographer, Marcus Tomlinson.

e During the summer of 2008, for the very first time, the “Rencontres
d'Arles” incorporated into their official programming, a presentation of the
work of three students from the ENSP who graduated in the spring of 2008.
They were chosen by a selection committee which comprised a representative
from the School, the Artistic Director of the “Rencontres” and a competent
personality from outside the two institutions. The presentation of the works
of young graduates of the School should henceforth take place each year.

e Among the many exhibitions, mention should be made of the one
which is organised every year during the weekend immediately following
graduation. In the very localities where they took their tests, disseminated in
several areas throughout the city, the new graduates present the work which
enabled them to obtain their diploma.

e Independently of the catalogues in the collection Anticamera, in co-
edition with Actes Sud, the School furthermore publishes, at the beginning
of the autumn a photographic research revue entitled Infra-mince, Cahiers
de I'Ecole nationale supérieure de la photographie, Arles. Bringing together
texts from teachers at the School and invited authors, both French and
foreign, interlaced with portfolios photographs, each number of this im-
portant review, a singular publication, is built around a theme. The first,
in 2005, concurrently with the exhibition “from one moment to the next”
at the Montmajour Abbey, questioned fifteen or so former students about
their professional career as well as a certain number of personalities asso-
ciated with the birth and the later life of the institution; in their majority, the
photographic works to be found in the number were those of other former
students, distinct from those having provided the texts. Number two was
organised around a reflection on photography taking as its theme the title
of a Pirandello novel , Un, personne et cent mille. Number three approaches
an interrogation by various channels of what Voir avec son temps, voir con-
tre son temps may mean. Number 4 (To appear in the autumn 2008) is
organised around the relationship between Photography and contempla-
tion. More precise information on these four numbers may be found on
the School web site.
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After having discussed the matter for around two years, at the beginning of
the academic year 2007 — 2008, the ENSP defined a research programme
in liaison with two partners: the Centre d’Etudes Poétiques de I'Ecole Nor-
male Supérieure, Lettres et Sciences Humaines of Lyon and the Studio
National des Arts Contemporains of Fresnoy.

Starting from the observation that insofar as two of the three institutions
at the origin of this initiative provide an artistic education of the highest
level on the static and animated image, by the very nature of things, they
produce a great deal of knowledge in these matters. Their determination to
join their forces and their experience in a research project on this question
would appear obvious and logical. The contribution of the Centre d’Etu-
des Poétiques de I'Ecole Normale Supérieure is coherent since there both
already exists an active partnership between this institution and the ENSP,
and because this entity is itself highly oriented towards questions of the
image.

Entitled “The destiny of images”, the aim of this programme, which is bac-
ked by the experience of the three establishments and their paedagogical
teams, is to develop a theme proposed by a book written by Jacques Ran-
ciere, less as a reply to him but rather to define, using the availability of
fresh ideas, his interrogations in relation to the central preoccupations of
the three institutions.

Proposing a curriculum of higher education concerning photography, quite
naturally requires the implementation of continuing research into the na-
ture of the image, into the way in which it has been apprehended and
perceived in history, in its current state and the way in which it is likely to
figure in future civilisations where it seems destined to continue to occupy
an important position. This is obvious from both the theoretical as well as
the practical sense given the finalities of this education and its content as
much technical as theoretical.

Since photography is a phenomenon so characteristic of the modern era
and so present in daily life, either as a player or as a memory or witness, it
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is natural enough that questions pertaining to its future, to the forms and
lines of its evolution, to its possible channels of development, call upon
the dedicated establishments of higher education to teach not only the
techniques and customs but the history, the diversity of the practices and
the philosophical production which it gives birth to.

Similarly, from the very moment that it is no longer simply a question of
transmitting, of training but also that of anticipating all probable evolutions,
such an education cannot be conceived as sustainable without it being
committed to the production of its very own learning, that is the produc
tion of a common fund of intellectual knowledge and tools derived from
research centred on its paedagogical finalities and the social and technical
evolution of its objective.

Practically, this effectively means that added to the competence of the pae-
dagogical teams concerned should be associated a research project which
while based on existing practices, works and knowledge, is capable of laying
down for the future, in the medium and long term, clear guidelines which
are able to support or even modify the paedagogical orientations insofar
as they concern the historical changes underway and the technological and
social transformations which arise from them. It is mainly a question of
building a corpus of knowledge which will lead to a wider and more in-
depth understanding of the stakes inherent to the very existence and the
future of technical, mainly photographic images, and therefore conceive for
the years to come a paedagogical foundation which guarantees an opening
onto all foreseeable evolutions.

An education in the practice, the knowledge and the theory of photogra-
phic images means taking a position with the future in mind. More exactly,
with the future of images in mind, that is also the future of our relationship
with images. It is after all fairly clear that the destiny of images is linked to
the evolution of the degree of importance and effectivity which is accorded
to reality.

In the context of the exhibition, “Lyon Septembre de la Photographie”, a
first conference has been organised at the ENS LSH in Lyon on 17, 18 and
19 September 2008.

B Opening hours of the premises

The School is open from 08.30 to 18.00 from Monday to Friday. Reception
is open from 09.00 to 12.00 and from 14.00 to 18.00.

Grants may be awarded to French students, according to criteria of attribu-
tion defined by the Ministry of Culture and Communication. First condi-
tion: to able to benefit from one, upon their first request, students should
obligatorily be at least 26 years old on 15 October of the year in question.
However, this consideration may not be enforced upon pupils who have
already received a grant from the Ministry of Culture or any other depart-
ment of the State. The other conditions are obviously subject to the level of
income of the students and/or that of his parents. The dossiers for request-
ing a grant are handed out at the school upon written request, to students
after that have passed the entrance examination.

Several Roman and Romanesque monuments have been included in the
list of UNESCO World Heritage Sites since 1981 (the Roman Amphitheatre,
the Antique Theatre, the Saint Trophime Cloister, etc.).

e Moreover, it has a very well developed artistic, festive and cultural life:
there are several publishing houses, two ferias, a good number of festi-
vals, notably that of the “Suds a Arles”, three museums, two theatres, a
concert hall for current music, an annual programme of lectures, concerts
and recitals, an experimental cinema, to which should be added several
establishments of higher education (IUP of the University Cézanne, IUT,
Supinfocom). Together they all contribute to the artistic and cultural fullfil-
ment of the City throughout the year.

e lts international reputation, in photographic terms, is both ancient
and very modern thanks to the “Rencontres d'Arles” and the “Voies Off”
festival which take place each year during the summer, thanks also to a
large and important photographic collection at the Réattu Museum and of
course the presence of the Ecole Nationale Supérieure de la Photographie
(ENSP), the only and unique national school of this type in France.

e Finally, the City of Arles is characterised by its surface area: covering
an area of 72,000 hectares (c.180,000 acres), it is the largest borough in
France. Its territory encompasses three exceptional natural spaces: the Al-
pilles, the Camargue and the Crau. It is heavily marked by the presence of
the River Rhone which flows through the city centre and whose delta forms
the Camargue.
